2. Scope of Work

* Production: on-site filming.
* Post-production: editing, color correction, sound mixing, and inclusion of graphics,
subtitles, or branding as needed.
* Deliverables:
o 1 full-length video (e.g., 10 - 20 minutes)
o Raw footage and project files
